Our research published in 2022 showed that Christian grandparents often feel excluded, uninvolved, lack
confidence and are uncertain of appropriate boundaries. But when we ask in churches and family settings, everyone
thinks that grandparents have AMAZING spiritual potential in the lives of the children and young people they
encounter. So, we’ve created these two engaging and practical courses. 

Many churches report that they have no children attending regularly, BUT they have many grandparents in their
congregation. These grandparents have ready-made relationships with their grandchildren. Our Grandparenting
for Faith discussion groups can help these grandparents to be equipped with tools and ideas to share their faith with
their grandchildren. The exciting news is that even if you do not have children attending your church, your church
can still be sharing the gospel message with future generations in significant and meaningful ways, through these
naturally occurring relationships. Local churches can facilitate grandparents and grandparent-figures to gather
together over coffee each week to watch the videos and discuss the ideas together.
